I. COMPLETING JUVENILE COURT CASELOAD FORM

A. YOUR NAME – Write or type your name following Completed By).

B. COUNTY NAME – Enter your court’s county name.

C. E-MAIL ADDRESS – Enter your e-mail address or phone number for any questions or follow up.

D. UNIT OF COUNT – Check one:

· Number of Cases (children) - Preferred Unit of Count

· Number of Charges – Report the number of charges only if you cannot report by number of cases.

NUMBER FILED BY CASE TYPE - Write the number of children for which 


a case has been filed or the number of charges (cases include complaints, 


petitions, traffic citations, and transfers) between January 1, 2003  and December 


31, 2003 by case type.  If a child is listed in more than one case within the same 


calendar year, count the child each time he/she is cited in a new case filed.  If 


more than one charge is listed on the 
filing document, count the child under the 


most serious charge. The order of seriousness is:  delinquent (most serious), 


unruly, termination of parental rights, deprived, traffic, and special proceedings 


(least serious).

NUMBER DISPOSED BY CASE TYPE – Write the number of children  


whose cases have been disposed between January 1, 2003 and December 31, 


2003, or the number of charges by case type.

II. DEFINITIONS OF CASE TYPES

A. DELINQUENT – A child who commits an offense designated as a crime by Georgia state and/or local laws.  Violation of another state’s law, U.S. law, or the terms of supervision or probation, if the original offense was delinquency, applies to this definition.  Homicide by vehicle, manslaughter, or any felony in commission of which a motor vehicle is used (racing on highways and streets, using a motor vehicle in fleeing or attempting to elude an officer, fraudulent or fictitious use of license, hit and run or leaving the scene of an accident, driving under the influence of alcohol or drugs, possession of a controlled substance or marijuana and any other offense for which driving privileges may be suspended or revoked for an adult) applies.
B. UNRULY – A child who commits a status offense; habitually is truant, ungovernable, incorrigible, a runaway; loiters in a public place after midnight; patronizes bars where alcohol is sold or possesses alcohol; or violates the terms of supervision or probation if the original offense was unruly.
C. TERMINATION OF PARENTAL RIGHTS – An action on behalf of a child to end the rights and obligations of a parent to a child on the grounds listed in O.C.G.A. § 15-11-81.
D. DEPRIVED – A child who is without proper parental care or control, subsistence or education as required by law or as necessary for his physical, mental or emotional health or morals, or who is abandoned, neglected or abused.
E. TRAFFIC – A child under the age of 17 who violates any motor vehicle law excluding those discussed under “delinquent” above.
F. SPECIAL PROCEEDINGS – A child who is subject of a filing or disposition that does not fall within any of the above case types – for example, request for permission to marry, join the armed services, notification of abortion, and/or proceedings relating to mental illness.  Also included are superior court referrals for custody investigations.
